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Fighting slavery
You have learnt how two centuries ago
campaigners helped to bring about the
abolition of slavery in the British Empire. It
was the first successful mass campaign of
citizens to persuade the government to
change the law. The campaigners formed a
pressure group and used a range of tactics
that would not be out of place today.

You have already found out about some
forms of slavery today. Working in
groups of 4 or 5, your task is to:

Draw up an action plan to show how
you would devise a campaign to fight
slavery today. These questions might
help:
How would you raise public
awareness of modern slavery?
How would you raise funds to pay for
the campaign and to help support ex-
slaves?
How would you put pressure on
people who might be able to prevent
or reduce this form of slavery? e.g.
not buy products produced by slaves.

Make a presentation of your action plan
and newsletter / webpage to the rest of
the class.
