Simple tenses are
formed without helping verbs, except for the future tense which uses the helping
verb will. Progressive Tenses are formed with the helping verb be.Perfect Tenses
are formed with the helping verb have.

Progressive am /is / are was / were will be climbing
climbing climbing
Perfect have / has climbed had climbed will have climbed
