In the open ocean, tsunamis may have wavelengths of up to several
hundred miles and travel at speeds up to 500 miles per hour ... [but a
tsunami may] have wave heights of less than 3 feet, which pass unnoticed
beneath a ship at sea.... When tsunamis approach shallow water along a
coast, they are slowed, causing their length to shorten and their height to
rise sometimes as high as 100 feet.
