. . . with a character’s reaction Charlie opened his eyes and looked around
frantically. What time was it? Where was
he?

. . . with a dramatic image The wind blew hard and joggled the water
of the ocean, sending ripples across its
surface. Then the wind pushed the edges
of the ripples until they became waves,
and shoved the waves around until they
became billows.—from Ozma of Oz, L.

. . . by introducing the narrator My given name is Thomas, though ever

. . . with a provocative sentence His mother was ugly and his father was
ugly, but Shrek was uglier than the two of
them put together.—from Shrek!, William

. . . with a generalization or broad
statement
