To use a noun suffix
to help determine the meaning of a word:
e Find the base word and noun suffix.
e Think of other words with the same suffix. Ask yourself: What do these words
mean?
e Use what you know about the base word and suffix to guess the word’s meaning.
e Use a dictionary to confirm your guess.
