Before Greece would rise as a greai civilization, the Aegean region once more fell into separate city-states. The
area was invaded from the sea by barbarians (sometimes known as Philistines} and from the land by the bar-
barians called Dorians. They had no language and left little evidence of their rule, so this peried in anciem
Greek civilization is called the Greek Dark Ages.
