This includes

content that a student might save on his/her iPod (i.e. pictures, text, videos, etc.);

+ Students must be careful to ensure that all contributions made on school

websites (i.e. Wikis, blogs, email, etc.) are appropriate and respectful;

+ Each student is responsible for having his/her iPod with them at all times when

they are in school (unless otherwise told by a teacher).
