Always, usually, often, sometimes, seldom, rarely

Adverbs of frequency are used to indicate how of-
ten something happens. They usually answer the
question -How often?-. They are often used with
the present simple to talk about habitual actions.
Their position in a sentence depends on the verb.
In affirmative statements, they are normally
placed:

»  After the verb to be.

«  After auxiliary verbs.

« Before ordinary verbs.

In negative statements, they usually come after
the negative auxiliary verb. Nevertheless, some-
times and frequenty are placed before it. Some ad-
verbs of frequency such as hardly, ever or never
cannot be used in negative statements. In ques-
tions, adverbs of frequency come after the subject.
