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1. What’s in the box



Open the iPad box.



Take out the iPad.



Take out everything else.



The contents of the box are as follows. iPad, plug head, power adapter, USB cable, user 
manual and stickers (in the white box).



Remove all protective wrappers from the iPad, power adapter and USB cable.



Hold down the sleep/wake button at the top of the iPad for a few seconds.



This switches the iPad on.



Here is how to charge the iPad. Prepare the power adapter, plug head and USB cable.



Connect the plug head to the power adapter.



Connect the USB cable to the power adapter.



Connect the power adapter to the wall socket.



Connect the USB cable to the iPad. Ensure the symbol on the cable is facing you.



Leave the iPad connected until it’s fully charged.



Once the iPad has fully charged, remove the USB cable.
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2. Initial configuration



Slide the lock screen slider to unlock the iPad.

Tap the wireless network you would like to join.



Type the network password.



Tap Next.

Use your finger to scroll the page up. Tap Agree.

Wait a few minutes for your Apple ID to be created.

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3. Downloading apps



Tap App Store.



Tap Close.



Type ‘ibooks’ in the search field. A list of results is returned. Tap ‘ibooks’ in the list.



Tap Free.



Tap ‘Install App’.



Tap ‘Use Existing Apple ID’.



Enter your Apple ID and password and tap OK.



Tap Review.



Store Malaysia is displayed. Tap Next.



Tap Agree.



Tap Agree.



Note that Credit Card is set to ‘None’. Type in your personal information.



Tap Next.



Tap Done.



Tap Free again.



Tap ‘Install App’. Enter your password and tap OK when prompted.



Wait until the download is completed and the ‘Open’ button is displayed.



Press the Home button to return to the starting screen.



Note that iBooks has been downloaded and is ready to be used. Use your finger to swipe to 
the right to display the main screen.



At the main screen, use your finger to swipe to the left to display the iBooks app again.

4. Digital Books



Tap iBooks to launch it.



Tap Don’t Sync’.



Tap Store.



Books that you can download are displayed. Select one to download. I’ll use the Jungle Book 
as an example.

Tap a word on the page for a few seconds. It highlights and a menu is displayed. 



Tap Note.



Tap the desired information that you want to associate with the word.

All your notes are displayed.



Press the Home button to return to the starting screen.
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5. Podcast



Tap App Store.



Type podcasts in the search field and tap podcasts in the search results.



Tap the Free button next to Podcasts. Enter your password when prompted.



Wait until the app downloads.



Tap Open.



Tap Not Now.



Tap Don’t Sync.



Tap Store.



Tap the search field and type ‘Physics’.



Tap Search.



Tap a podcast. You can swipe to the left and right to pick the one you want. I’ll use ‘Minute 
Physics’ as an example.



Tap the arrow to download an episode.



The download begins. Tap Library.



The podcast appears in the Library. Tap it.



Here you can see the episode downloading. 



After the download is complete, tap the podcast.



The Podcast plays. Tap the screen to show the controls.



Tap the back arrow to return.



Tap Settings.



Turn Subscription on. 



This will automatically update the podcast with the latest episodes.



Tap anywhere on the screen to dismiss the Settings window.



The settings window is closed.



Press the Home button to return to the starting screen.
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6. iTunes U



Tap App Store.



Type iTunes U in the search field and choose iTunes you in the search results.





Enter your Apple ID password if required, and wait for it to finish downloading. Tap Open 
when it’s done.



Tap OK.



Tap Don’t Sync.



Tap Catalog.



Tap the search field and type ‘physics’.



Tap Search.



Choose an iTunes you course. You can swipe to see what courses are available. I’ll use the 
Physics course on the left of the screen as an example.



Tap Subscribe.



Tap ‘Get Course’.



The course will be downloaded into the Library. Tap the course.



The Info tab has information on the course.



Posts shows the activities to be completed by the learner.



Notes allows you to keep notes about the course, audio video or books.



Materials has materials for the course.



Press the Home button to return to the starting screen.
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
