ACADEMIC PRESENTER 1

Professor Dr. Peter Woods

Dr. Woods is the Professor of Knowledge
Management in the Faculty of Creative
Multimedia

Cyberjaya.

He is responsible for postgraduate research

and  taught courses in  Knowledge
Management and e-Learning applications and
strategies. He is chairman of the University

level Research Centre i-knowmedia.

His initial education was in architecture and
from 1995 until 2001 he was Professor of
Architecture at Universiti Malaya. Previously
he had taught in North London Polytechnic,
Sheffield Hallam University, the National
University of Singapore and Manchester
University.

His research and consultancy interests for the
past thirty five years have been spread
between low energy design, project, contract
and knowledge management, and teaching
and learning theory.

He has been a contributor in 8 books, 4
Government Reports (UK), 20 refereed journal
articles, 40 international conference papers,
and innumerable local conferences and
seminars. He had 20 PhD students graduated,
and many master students graduated. Also,
he was the external examiners or assessors
for several universities in Malaysia and
overseas.

He was a member of Malaysia Low Energy
Expert Panel, 1996-98, a member of the Low
Energy Design Panel, International Energy
Agency, 1998-2007, and a Malaysian
Representative, Asia e-Learning Network
(AEN), 2003-2004. Dr. Woods has lived and
