A new study finds that “regardless of what score was earned on the 
AP Exam(s), students who took an AP Exam were more likely to grad-
uate in four years or fewer than students who took no AP ex-
ams.”  Additionally, the same study finds that “high-performing AP 
students are almost twice as likely to graduate within four years com-
pared with low-performing AP students.”[1]
