Hi Ralph – sorry this took so long.  
 
I’ve attached a proposal with prices on the facility rental and the hotel.  A caterer list, and civic center floor diagram. 
I’ve been doing some brainstorming about the facility rental which even at a deep discount is $3500 (I know my groups 
aren’t used to paying room rental) and I have a few ideas to run by you… 

1. The hotel rate is only $99 and INCLUDES breakfast - rate at Sheraton did not – so if you had everyone eat at the 
hotel you’d save on breakfast costs.  And Alyce at the hotel said she could get creative on the accounting side … 
We could raise the room rate for attendees by $10 and have the hotel pay the room rental (90 rooms x 2 nights = 
180.  $20 “Rebate from hotel” x 180 = $3,600)
