Pairings:  Each team will play each of the other four teams. Matches will be the best two of three games to 21 with a 
deciding game to 15. A coin toss will determine home team and serving team.  First place will be based on the match 
records. If a tie or ties exist, head-to-head competition will be used first to determine the champion. If a tie still exists, 
defensive points allowed (for all 5 matches) will be used to determine place finishes. The winning team will receive 15 
medals in recognition of the championship.  



An eight-player all-tournament team will be selected by the coaches and medals given to each. Coaches will select their 
own players to be placed on the all-tournament team (2 each from the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams, 1 each from the 
4th  and  5th place teams).
