This will help to
involve the people and get them to interact with each other. After 6 months living in the one unit
block the singles have the option of moving to another unit block to live with different people within
the development. For singles to meet and communicate the area needs to be vibrant and fun, a
place where people want to be. This will be achieved by having different sorts of amenities and

activities like;
