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Used shipping containers are the refuse of modern, internationalised, consumerist societies. About 50% are designed for a single use. The cost of logistics for their
re-use being prohibitive, they simply pile up at major shipping nodal points and are left to rust. The problem increases as we consume more and populations grow.

Designed for long term durability and minimal maintenance, containers are an ideal, affordable building material. Through the implementation of various design and
construction techniques it is possible to design a shipping container dwelling of acceptable standards and for minimal cost, allowing an entry point to the property
market for students and young professionals.
