Anatomy of a wiki

The main parts of the wiki include a
sidebar where you can see a list of
pages in the wiki, a main section where
the main articles are and the navigation
menu in the upper right hand corner
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The Edit Window

The editing window offers you a
familiar word processor-style interface
that allows you to create your posts. 

History View

Everything done in the wiki is recorded
and time stamped. If anything happens
or any post or change is made, the
history page will record it. Even if
something is deleted out of the wiki,
you can still see it in the history page. 

Search Page

Allows you to perform a text search in
the wiki.
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Print View

Printing any page will not overwhelm
the printer with unnecessary graphics
or colors.
