Third 
trimester includes Probability and Statistics 
and a math paper.

The IB test will be taken in their Calculus 
year, as long as they are at least a junior.

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Homework:  Given every day, except for on test days.  
All answers are in the back of the book.  Once a week, 
we will have a homework quiz where they just copy over 
their work for selected problems.  The work must be 
correct to earn full points.

Clicker quizzes:  Occasionally, I will use clickers to get 
and give quick feed back.

Regular quizzes and tests:  These will be announced.

Warm Ups:  Daily problems that students do at the 
beginning of class.  We go over these, and they can 
work together on them.
