SMART 
GOAL

•Use data as a baseline to determine levels of proficiency in pitch recognition ability.

• Students will read and notate music at an appropriate grade level with 90-95% accuracy 

• Students will develop a connection between note names and fingerings on their instr.

Strategies

•AURAL/ORAL:  Sing note names while each section takes turns playing

•WRITTEN:  Practice writing/reciting note names as we play.

4 ?'s

• What do we want students to learn?   Students will learn how to correlate and connect fingering to pitch recognition

• How will we know?  Students will demonstrate fluency in timed writing 

• What will we do if not? Continue playing/singing/fingering, integrate flash cards and technology, continued reinforcement. 

• How will we enrich and extend learning for proficient?  Students demonstrating proficiency will become leaders (increasing their confidence and furthering 
understanding  while assisting others in the ir learning process)
