Thin Questions

answers that are righT there in the text

Thick Questions

answers that are not found in the text






As I read . ..

| use the pictures, the words, and my
background Knowledge to make predictions
and draw conclusions about what is
probably true about what | am reading,
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As T read . . .
| combine what | already know with new
information to create new understanding.
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As I read . ..

| decide what the main ideas are and what
the author’s message is to help me
understand what | am reading.
