weeks.

5, scoring 5 out of 5 correct responses on three consecutive trials of assessment given every two weeks. 

Using a visual cue, number line and manipulatives the student will solve one step addition problems 
using positive and negative numbers between +5 and -5, scoring 5 out of 5 correct responses on three 
consecutive trials of assessment given every two weeks 

Using a visual cue and number line, the student will identify and locate the numbers +10 to -10 on a 
number line scoring 5 out of 5 correct responses on three consecutive trials of assessment given every 
two weeks. 
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
