Songs.....

* Build familiarity with the song.

» After two or three days, start working with
the lyrics.



Elimination....

As students and their partners listen to the song,
they write any word they hear.

After the class is done listening, each pair
names one word they heard from the lyrics.

If someone has the same word, everyone
crosses the word off their list.

Continue around the groups, each pair giving
another word.

The pair with the most words at the end - WINS



Blackout poems

* Give the text to students along with a
thick, black marker. The students ‘black
out’ as much of the text as they want,

eaving behind isolated letters, words, and

phrases that, when read in order, create a

poem.

While reading....



Lo eschuché

Write out translations of quotations or lines from the text.
Add in two or three fake gquotations or lines that are not in the text.
Type out the translations in a document and project it

Students should read through each of the quotes and think of how to
say it in the TL.

Read the text out loud to the students.

If they hear one of the quotes, the students could raise their hands
and shout, “jLo escuché!”

Call on one of the students that raised his/her hand, and ask him or
her to read the translation that matches the quote that you just read.

— If the student reads the correct translation, it's a point. If
he or she does not read the correct translation,

— At the end of the text, identify the ‘imposter’ quotes,
review translations of each one, and label who said it.



After reading a comprehensible text

— After students read and understand the
content of the text:

— Write a 30 word NO MORE NO LESS
summary

— Share your summary in an inner/outer circle
or two line double line rotation.



» Teacher writes a scrambled list of
events from the story; students
put them In the correct order.



» Students read the story and write
unknown words on the board.
Teacher writes the translations
beside them as they add new
words to the board.



* Teacher writes an abbreviated
summary of the story.

e Students add detalls.



e Students match illustrations with
events from the story.



« Teacher writes a version of the
story with errors. Students identify
and correct errors.



Put students in groups of four. Each student has two
half pieces of paper.

Student each write two questions on two different pieces
of paper.

When students finish writing a question, students sign
the paper and put the paper in the middle of the group.

When they finished writing guestions, students pick up a
different paper and write an answer to the question,
signing their names.

Then they write another gquestion on the same paper,
sign that new question, and put it into the middle.

Using silent (or almost) films for
reading

* The power of a good story






» Teacher writes a list of events.
Students write out a given
character feels during that event.



Give the students the written story
by phrases.
Students put the phrases in order.

Snap Shot

Players discuss a reading

The group represents four lines from the
reading with four freeze frames.

Embedded Reading with non-
fiction

Choose a work that you would like your students to understand

better.

Copy and paste the original so that you have two copies.

“Take out” about 72 of the second copy so that you have a more
simplified version. (You may remove words, phrases or entire
sentences as long as the message of the piece stays intact.)

Copy and paste the new version.
“Take out” about 74 of the new version in order to simplify it.
Keep repeating the process until a Base Reading emerges.

Use the story starting with the Base Reading and then proceed to
the more complex versions of the text.
