o The Consolidated Application is focused on
improving academic achievement, is
comprehensive and cohesive; and
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Substantially Approvable

o Each activity being funded is reasonable
necessary, allowable, allocable, consistent
with State and Federal standards and
meets the intent and purpose of the grant
source; and

o School-level budgets exist for all Title I
schools; and

o The LEA has applied for 100% of the
posted allocations
