Re: School Fund 
 
I am writing to you to share information regarding the situation your old school finds itself in and 
to enlist you help. 
 
It saddens me to say that funding for successful schools like ours has been reducing in real terms 
since 2011 in line with the Government’s national priority to give additional funds to 
underperforming schools.  
 
The stark reality is that the school’s budget has been reduced by over one and a half million 
gradually since I first joined the school in 2010. The table below shows you how the cuts have 
affected us. The school has relied on the financial acumen of key members of staff to bring about 
savings and generate income as well as on the generosity of our parents, Governors and, 
yourselves, the Old Paludians’ Association. This has allowed us to deliver the same high quality 
education and become even more successful academically.  
 
 

 
 
We have a school fund which parents are invited to contribute £75 per year but as cuts continue I 
write to you to see if you can be of assistance.
