I:Gb. An independent (or main) clause expresses a complete thought and can stand by itself as a
sentence.

|:6c. A subordinate (or dependent) clause does not express a complete thought and cannot stand by
itself as a complete sentence.

INDEPENDENT CLAUSE When you call Jane, ask her for that book.
SUBORDINATE CLAUSE When you call Jane, ask her for that book.
