Classifying Sentences by Purpose

I:ZE Depending on its purpose, a sentence may be classified as declarative, imperative, interrogative,
or exclamatory.

YVININVYD

(1) A declarative sentence makes a statement and ends with a period.
EXAMPLE | wonder how the fans will react to our victory.

(2) An imperative sentence gives a command or makes a request. Most imperative sentences end
with a period. A strong command ends with an exclamation point.

EXAMPLES Please tell the coach that I'll be a little late. Look at that score?
(3) An interrogative sentence asks a question and ends with a question mark.
EXAMPLE Are you coming to the celebration at the coach’s house tonight?

(4) An exclamatory sentence shows excitement or expresses strong feeling and ends with an
exclamation point.

EXAMPLE We finally beat the Cougars?
