GUIDELINES:
e Analyze, investigate, and assess. Do NOT simply recall, identify, or repeat.
o In other words, look for causes beneath the surface and think about what
happens beyond what is simply reported.
o Make it HOT (higher-order-thinking)! Once you have an idea, think a bit longer
and further on it—could you take your analysis one more step?
e Focus on events and details revealed in this chapter.
o You may find causes earlier in the plot, but examine how that cause is working
on the character in this chapter specifically for a more engaging answer.
e Work with the person/people in your row. Be sure
everyone contributes!
