/ TOPIC #2 Levels of Persuasive Appeal \

(emotional appeal), logos (appeal to reason and intellect), and ethos (an appeal to a group's ethics and
moral beliefs) to broaden the scope and effectiveness of his argument. Be sure to analyze why the specific examples are appropriate
k and effective appeals for the points they make. j

/ TOPIC #3 The Everyday Indignities of a Slave \

Certainly, The Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass relates a personal story about how one man suffered as a
slave. Still, Douglass had many opportunities, freedoms, and exceptions that the majority of slaves did not. For that
reason, he often includes examples of the suffering of other slaves within his own narrative. While many of these
examples reveal heinous and immoral moments of extreme cruelty, others serve to show the everyday pains,

indignities, agonies, and otherwise dehumanizing and spirit-breaking occurrences. For this topic, explore how

, specific examples of the stories of slavery Douglass shared revealed this everyday suffering. Analyze how these
\ “small” examples support and enhance his anti-slavery argument beyond the more memorable and atrocious examples. j

ORGANIZATION: Write in traditional, five-paragraph format.

VOICE: Write in formal, academic voice (third-person, serious, etc.)

WORD CHOICE: Use exact, concise, sophisticated vocabulary and active verbs.
SYNTAX/SENTENCE FLUENCY: Vary sentence structures and openings. Be clear.
MECHANICS: Use precise punctuation, spelling, paragraphs, etc.
