Make a “poster” to display your research, including at least these elements:

O Aclear, engaging title which features your topic and a “sub-title”— some hint about the topic featured prominently.

—  GRADING CRITERIA: clever, informative, engaging

— EXAMPLE: Geoffrey Chaucer

Medieval Storyreller
O a bulleted, concise summary of important facts about the topic

— GRADING CRITERIA: accuracy, perfect spelling & mechanics, completeness, conciseness, parallelism

— GOOD EXAMPLES:

* probably born in 1340 * Chaucer was probably born around 1340.

*worked as a page in the royal courts * Records show he worked as a page in the royal courts.

* held high social status * His family seemed to hold rather high social status.

* married “above” his own class * Through marriage, Chaucer rose further socially.

* traveled as a diplomat * As an adult, he represented England as an Ambassador.

* spoke ltalian & French *Through his work, he learned to speak Italian and French.
*influenced by ltalian and French literature * The popular literature of Italy and France influenced his work.
* became famous for 7he Canterbury Tales * The Canterbury Talesis his most famous work.

* left The Canterbury Tales unfinished * This work remains unfinished, as he died while writing it.
* died in 1400 * Records indicate he died in 1400.

* buried in “Poets’ Corner,” Westminster Abbey * Chaucer is buried in “Poets’ Corner” at Westminster Abbey

O an interesting quote about the topic (with the speaker, writer, or source clearly documented)

— GRADING CRITERIA: interesting, relevant, documented correctly

— BAD (non-parallel ) EXAMPLE
* probably born in 1340
* page to Prince Lionel, son of Edward Il
* his father and his family had high social status
* rose socially through his marriage
* as an Ambassador, he traveled a lot
* this is how he learned ltalian & French
* borrowed from ltalian and French literature
* his most famous work, The Canterbury Tales
* Strangely he died while writing it.

*in 1400

* and was buried in “Poets’ Corner,” Westminster Abbey

—  REMINDER: Underline or italicize the name of a book, play, magazine, or web-site. Put titles of short works (poems, essays, articles, etc.) in quotation marks.

— EXAMPLE “More than ten years in the writing, The Canterbury Tales is an ingenious concoction of character sketches, conversations, and stories.” (England in Literature, p. 96)

O Atleast TWO pictures or other graphics (time lines, charts, graphs, diagrams, etc.)

—  GRADING CRITERIA: relevant, informative, helpful
