In an interview, Anne Tyler said, “I consciously try to end my novels at a point where 

I won't have to wonder about my characters ever again.”  Still, as most contemporary 

novelists, she often closes her stories at a peak in the plot, without any epilogue.  In Dinner 

at the Homesick Restaurant, particularly, she finishes without plot resolution or full 

character exposes.  If she does not have to wonder about the Tull family ever again, she 

certainly leaves the reader thinking about them.  Despite unresolved feelings, however, the 

details of the novel reveal that Tyler has, in fact, finished her story.   
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
