PART I: SILENT READING COMPREHENSION

Background Statement

“Have you ever wished you could fly? A boy named Sam in this story wants to fly. Read this story to find

out if Sam gets to fly. Read it carefully because when you’re through I'm going to ask you to tell me about
the story.”

Teacher Divections

Once the student completes the silent reading, say, “Tell me about the story you just read.” Answers to
the questions below that the student provides during the retelling should be marked “ua” in the appro-
priate blank to indicate that this response was unaided. Ask all remaining questions not addressed during
the retelling and mark those that the student answers with an “a” to indicate that the correct response was
given after prompting by the teacher.
