I 'had the students practice chis for several days during our small
group reading sessions with limited success. Since I wasn’t getting the
results [ was looking for in terms of the students’ ability to glean infor-
mation from their reading, I added a piece to the strategy.

I modeled how to do a quick sketch at the end of each section of
reading to collect my thoughts abour what I understood. I also mod-
eled how to do a quick word web.

So, now the steps are Read, Remember, Represent, Rerell. The
students tried this revised process by taking time to quickly sketch or
word web after each chunk of text before telling their partner what

they had learned.
