Information you find on a website should be verified in other sources.

It is very effective to search for websites by typing in a question.

Information that incites and inflames is useful for research.

The C in the acronym CRAAP stands for consistancy.

The title and the links on a website do not necessarily have to make sense.

A website should be sponsored by a recognized group or organization.



"List the equipment used by a fireman" would be a good research question.

Information that is slanted in its point of view is not useful for research.
It is very helpful if the author gives you an email address to use to contact them.
A good website should have a balance of pictures and text.

The author should be separate from the webmaster on a website.
