What to Look For in a CRWP Classroom

In the CRWP classroom, students will be reading and writing argument texts actively.

On any given day, you might see them:

Annotating texts: underlining, commenting,

summarizing

e Responding to texts: agreeing or disagreeing

e Identifying features of argument writing in the
texts: claim, evidence, counterargument

e Looking at multiple texts to define the range of
opinion on a topic

e Assessing the credibility and perspective of a
text

e Talking with each other about the strength

of a text’s evidence for an argument
