let�'s rock�-n-�roll. The right 
music can set the tone for the whole 
day.  Keep several of your child’s 
favorite CDs handy and allow him to 
choose the theme music for the day. 
Then join the party as you sing and 
dance your way to school.
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quiz the whiz. Familiarize yourself 
with your school’s safety plan.
