If a student is
found guilty of these offenses, he or she will be held responsible for the repair or replacement of the equipment or property and will
also be punished. Punishment can include referral to the police or School Board.

5. Students involved in theft, cheating, or other forms of dishonesty will be held accountable for their actions.

6. Possession of tobacco and/or smoking is prohibited. Possession or use of alcohol or any unlawful substance (narcotic barbiturate,
hallucinogenic, etc.) will be a direct call for suspension from school, and may lead to a recommendation for expulsion from the

Virginia Beach City Public Schools.
