Kinds of Sentences 1
There are four kinds of sentences: declarative,

interrogative, imperative, and exclamatory. A declarative
sentence makes a statement. An interrogative sentence
asks a question. An imperative sentence makes a
request or gives a command. An exclamatory sentence
communicates strong emotion. (To make sure you
understand each kind of sentence, study the examples
below and the ones on page 518 in Write Source for this
information.)

Examples
Declarative:
Volcanoes have terrified people throughout history.

Interrogative:
Why are they so terrifying?

Imperative:
Read the following to find out.

Exclamatory:
You'll be amazed!
