Using the tonic (I), dominant (V), and subdominant (IV) chords, harmonize the folk tune, "Michael,
Row the Boat Ashore." Place the Roman numeral chord symbols you choose in the 8 blanks provided.

If possible, perform your chord choices on a harmony instrument (i.e. guitar, piano, etc.).

Finally, place the equivalent pop/jazz chord symbols (i.e. C, G, F) above the corresponding measures.

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* After you finish, as an extension, consider alternate chords that might work. For instance, often the
subdominant chord is replaced by the supertonic (ii) chord, and the tonic chord might be replaced by
the submediant (vi) chord.
