The sessions I was able to 
attend were very informative; however, I would have liked to have seen a broader venue of live 
presentations presented for virtual attendees and most especially, I would have liked to see the time 
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between presenters’ presentations filled with hardware and software vendor presentations.  It was the 
organization’s first time application of this feature, I am so glad I took advantage of the opportunity.   

My Lamar coursework gave me an opportunity to utilize the tools available in CSCOPE via a distance, i.e.

I realized that this tool 
or something very much like it would help our teachers align their curriculum between grades and 
campuses.  As such, and in light of the fact our administrators are looking for a tool(s) to aid teachers to 
better prepare students for more rigorous assessments under STAAR, I mentioned it to the 
Superintendent and to the Principal.  
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
