Homework

homework tasks, relating to units of inquiry, will be issued. EAL
and French teachers may also issue homework on occasions.

We would like to encourage your involvement in your child's
homework. This should be a positive experience as children begin
to form good study habits. With this in mind, we would like to
suggest that you do not exceed the recommended half hour time
period.

The children will write all homework tasks in their homework
assignment book, and there is also space for your comments and
feedback. Due to busy schedules we understand that at times
children will not be able to complete their homework on a given day.
A short message in your child's assignment book letting us know
that this is the case would be appreciated.
