AWARD CRITERIA

PETER S. CHOLOCK MEMORIAL TROPHY:: The Peter S. Cholock Memorial Award is
presented annually to a deserving male and female athlete who excel in one or more sports during the
year of eligibility (June to May). Nominees will be judged on their excellence in sports achievement
and recognition during their seasonal participation.

WILLIAM T. DAVIS MEMORIAL AWARD: The William T. Davis Memorial Award is presented
annually to the Team of the Year who demonstrates outstanding performance and achievement in a
sports specific category.

LEROY MILLER AWARD: The Leroy Miller Award is presented to an individual who excels in the
promotion and development of sports and recreation activities in the local area and at all times upholds
the ideals and attitudes of the Association.

JUNIOR FEMALE ATHLETE: The Junior Female Athlete is presented this year for the first time to
a deserving female athlete who excels in one or more sports during the year of eligibility (June to
May). Nominees will be judged on their excellence in sports achievement and recognition during the
seasonal participation.

JUNIOR MALE ATHLETE: The Junior Male Athlete is presented this year for the first time to a
deserving female athlete who excels in one or more sports during the year of eligibility (June to May).
Nominees will be judged on their excellence in sports achievement and recognition during the seasonal
participation.

JUNIOR TEAM: The Junior Team is presented this year for the first time to the Team of the Year
who demonstrates outstanding performance and achievement in a sports specific category.

LIONS VOLUNTEER AWARD: The Lions Volunteer Award is presented to an individual who
volunteers his/her time for the betterment of the community over the past year or years (not necessarily
to be recreation related).

NOMINATION AND SELECTION PROCEDURES: A committee of the Clarenville Area
Recreation Association, appointed by the President, will be responsible for the selection of the
award winners.

ELIGIBILITY FOR AWARDS:

Nominee must be of amateur status and an affiliate of CARA and must have participated in a
sport during the year of eligibility (June to May)

“Amateur” is defined as an athlete under no financial contract not receiving monetary
compensation for participating in the sport in question.

“Junior” is defined as someone attending school up to and including grade 9 in the year of
eligibility (June to May).

Or Nominees can be submitted from the Clarenville School System

All nominations must be submitted by CARA or an affiliate of CARA

These guidelines are to be followed, except in cases where the Awards Selection Committee of CARA
may submit a nomination in cases where it is felt a nominee excelled in a sport that is not affiliated
with CARA.

SUBMISSION DEADLINES:
All nomination forms, with supportive data should be submitted no later than May 30". Nominators
must complete the appropriate nomination forms as accurately and informatively as possible.
