AYP then is evaluated to determine its effect on the
preliminary designation. There are two ways in which

AYP can affect the preliminary designation.

1. If a district meets AYP in the current year, it can be
rated no lower than Continuous Improvement.

2. If an Excellent or Effective district does not meet AYP
for the same two (or more) subgroups for three
consecutive years, its rating will be decreased to
Effective or Continuous Improvement (respectively).

The cohort (group) is created by following the progress of individual students from the time they enter high
school. The group is adjusted to take into account students who transfer in or out any time over the four years,
The graduation rate is calculated by taking the number of students who graduate in four years or less and dividing
it by the number of students in the original list of 9th graders, adjusted to include students who move away or
move into the school district.

Ohio s required to display the new graduation rate in 2011 to help familiarize the public with how it is created and
compares to the existing rate. Beginning in 2012, this new rate will be the official graduation rate for Ohio and will
be used for accountability purposes. Ohio also is required to display the new graduation rate by student group (as
shown in the table on this page).

The data on this page is for the graduating Class of 2010. So that summer graduates can be included, Ohio lags its
graduation rate by one year. Next year, the new formula (computed for the graduating Class of 2011) will be used in each
\5chool or district’s AYP calculation and to determine if the school or district met the state indicator for graduation. /
