here has been a recent outbreak of the Swine Flu, 

also known as H1N1 disease, in the East Texas Area 

and in many states across the U.S. Several cases of 

this flu have been recorded in our schools, and par-

ents are seeking better communication about this disease 

from the schools.  The virus is very contagious and can 

spread easy among students and teachers, therefore school 

officials are doing their best to educate  the public about the 

H1N1, and that it spreads mainly from person to person 

trough coughing or sneezing or contact like touching like 

touching something, such as a surface or object—with flu 

viruses on it and then touching their mouth or nose. 

    Symptoms of the Swine flu virus include fever, cough, sore 

throat, stuffy nose, body aches, headache, chills and some-

times vomiting. Once infected with this flu, the body will de-

velop immune resistance to this virus so that the body most 

likely will not be attacked by this exact virus again. 

    Certain individuals fall under a “high risk” category of com-

plication if they contract the H1N1 virus. These include peo-

ple 65 years or older, children younger than five years old, 

pregnant woman, and people of any age with certain chronic 

conditions.
