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Current Graduation Requirements Extended Through 2015-16 — The proposal
extends the current Chapter 4 graduation requirements, currently effective through the
Class of 2014, to the Class of 2016. Those requirements include: 1) Course completion
and grades; 2) Completion of a culminating project; 3) Demonstration of proficiency in
reading, writing and math on either the state assessments administered in grades 11 or
12 or local assessments aligned with the standards and state assessments. This
includes taking the Keystone in Algebra I, Biology and English Language Arts.

Using AP or IB Exams — Completion of an Advanced Placement or International
Baccalaureate exam that includes academic content comparable to the appropriate
Keystone Exam may be used for graduation purposes. The secretary of education will
establish a score for these exams that would be considered comparable to the proficient
level on the appropriate Keystone Exam.
