The Slope of a line



3.3 Coordinate Plane/Slope of a line
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Ex1 :  (3,-7)     (1 ,1 ) Ex2:   (-4,1 )    (-4,8)
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as |m| gets:
   larger -line becomes steeper
   smaller-line becomes flatter



Slope-intercept form of a line

y=mx + b
m=slope
b= y-intercept (0,b)

Ex3:
3x - 2y=1 2 (standard form)

Ex4:
x = -3



Graph using Slope
Ex5:  (0,3); m=2



Graph using Slope
Ex6:  (2,-1 ) m=- 1
