A planned test which gives
evidence for or against a

scientific idea.

A chemical compound which
contains hydroxide ions and
can be dissolved in water. It

will turn litmus blue.

(Answer: Alkali)
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The separation of elements in
a chemical compound by

electricity.

(Answer: Electrolysis)

A substance which speeds up
a chemical reaction but which
itself remains unchanged and

can be used agains.

(Answer: Catalyst)

A substance containing one
atom which cannot be broken

down into other substances by
chemical reactions.

(Answer: Element)
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
