Name of Lesson: "Cutie Pie" by Nicholas Fisk

Description of Lesson: After reading and discussing "Cutie Pie" by Nicholas Fisk, students will work
in small groups and do a website search to find more information about the story. They will use
Kathryn Schrock's 5W's website evaluation form to validate any sites they find. Based on their own
background knowledge, information stated by the author, and any information found on the web, the
students will independently summarize the story and infer what happened at the end of the story. (The
author leaves the ending of the story open-ended.) They will write their summary and inference as a
news article and record it on the class voice thread, "Cutie Pie". Next, the students will develop their
understandiing based on the information they have and extend the story drawing conclusions and
making predictions. They will use theser conclusions and predictions to answer questions on a wiki
discussion forum, "Good English 7". They will collaborate by replying to two of their classmates
responses. Students will demonstrate effective communication by writing, responding to a class wiki
discussion forum, and recording on a voice thread.
