The purpose of this survey was to establish a baseline of practice of the staff of South Lincoln High School. The 
results will be used to form and implement a Professional Development plan for the 2010-2011 school year. 
Growth and improvement will be determined by the results of the same survey. 

Staff uses a wide range of applications already in their personal and professional practice.  There is less 
emphasis on establishing course websites, social networking tools, and Smart board. A key focus of professional 
development should be on these three areas to increase the use of Web 2.0 technologies. 

It is encouraging to see that 39% of staff has already used the Internet as a tool for educational resources, 
research, and practice.  

Almost the entire staff has used internet resources and presentation software in their classroom practice. This 
will prove to be an excellent starting point for future professional development in the introduction of Web 2.0 
tools as staff already has a basic understanding and facility with the internet. Many of the applications in the 
survey are not relevant to certain subject areas; for example graphing calculators would only be useful in the 
areas of math and science. Therefore, we want to focus on applications that are more cross-curricular. 

The areas that most staff wishes to explore further are:  

 Creating Course websites 

 Smart board use 

 Social Networking tools (blogs, wikis, nings) 

Additional applications (e.g. Clickers, online applications) can be incorporated into our Web 2.0 Professional 
Development plan.
