Harmony

A principle of design that creates unity in a work of art by stressing
similarities of separate but related parts.

Baptistery

A part of a church or a separate building near a church in which
baptismal rites are performed

Velatura

Thin transparent layers of paint spread out on a painting creating
effects of brilliant tones

Oil paint

Type of paint made with natural oils such as linseed, walnut, or poppy,
as the medium to bind the pigment. Oil paints dry slowly, allowing an
artist time to rework and blend colours

Apsidal conch

A semi-dome shaped structure that covers the apse usually frescoed or
decorated with mosaics.

Oculus

A circular opening in a wall or at the apex of a dome
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
