b. Contain items such as pictures, pamphlets, souvenirs from different places you visit
AND a brief (3-5 sentences) explaining how each commemorates a particular event.
1.e. a pamphlet from the rings of Saturn
c. Be bound (in the form of a book)
d. Have a one page introduction (typed, double spaced, 23 lines of text per page) to
YOUR character and their role in space exploration.

3. Create a to scale model of the solar system ( / 30 )
a. Include the Sun, Earth’s moon and all 9 planets
b. Your diagram must be neat and colorful.
c. You must also include labeled distances between planets in kilometers

4. Make 10 flashcards of planets, events or planetary objects associated our solar system and
turn them in ( / 10 )

5. Make a song/rap/poem about our solar system ( / 20 )
a. Your song/rap/poem must contain scientific information about each of the 9 planets.
b. Must be typed (a recording of you performing the piece should also be included or
done live)
