Title: Ratios, proportions, percentages review

Objective: To practice with ratios and proportions 
and percentages.

IN: Saul estimates that two out of every three
students in his school will attend his party this 
weekend.  If there are 1750 students at Arvada 
West High School, how many students are going 
to Saul's party?

• a palm is the width of four fingers 
• the distance from the bottom of the chin to the nose is one‐
third of the length of the head 
• the distance from the hairline to the eyebrows is one‐third 
of the length of the face 
• the length of the ear is one‐third of the length of the face 
• the length of a man's outspread arms (arm span) is equal to 
his height.
• the distance from the elbow to the tip of the hand is a 
quarter of a man's height 
• the distance from the elbow to the armpit is one‐eighth of a 
man's height 
• the length of the hand is one‐tenth of a man's height
• the length of a man's foot is one‐sixth of his height
